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Royal Canadian Legion revokes membership
of individuals for Stolen Valour

Legion issues lifetime membership ban due to Stolen Valour for the first
time.

OTTAWA, ON, 20 January, 2020 — The Royal Canadian Legion, in an
unprecedented move has revoked the membership of two members
found to have engaged in “Stolen Valour.”

- “The Legion takes the issue of Stolen Valour very seriously,” says
Dominion President Thomas D. Irvine, CD. “Anyone who makes illegitimate claims of service or
sacrifice degrades the honour of those who have served and brings tremendous discredit upon
this organization. | cannot stand by to see the good name and deeds of the Legion tarnished by
such discreditable conduct.”

The lifetime membership ban of one member in Ontario and another in British Columbia came
over the weekend, after inquiries into each case ended. The Legion investigated allegations
regarding the members’ military service and the wearing of medals they had allegedly not
earned. Mr. Irvine shared his decision with the Legion’s Dominion Executive Council after
outlining the steps he had taken before reaching his landmark decision, in accordance with the
Legion’s General By-Laws.

“l provided each individual an opportunity to rebut the alleged evidence of their unfounded
service claims and wearing of unearned medals; their submissions were without merit,” he
explains. Expulsion from the Legion can come after the Legion’s own complaint process, or its
Dominion President can revoke membership after inquiry and for cause.

In addition, The Royal Canadian Legion has just passed a new by-law amendment stating that
anyone convicted under section 419 of the Criminal Code of Canada will be automatically
expelled from the Legion.

Upon being elected to the role of Dominion President in 2018, Irvine had expressed his plans to
take a strong stance against Stolen Valour as part of his mandate. The Legion believes Stolen
Valour is stolen service.

Stolen Valour- Background

When an individual commits stolen valour - wearing government sanctioned medals, uniforms,
or decorations they are not entitled to or possessing documentation that falsely identifies them

as Canadian Armed Forces — they degrade the honour and sacrifices of those rightly wearing the
uniform... and they are breaking the law.

It is an offence under Sections 419 A and B of the Criminal Code of Canada for anyone, other
than the recipient, to wear a uniform of the Canadian Armed Forces or Service Insignia, such as
medals, ribbons, badges, chevrons or other decoration. It is also an offence for anyone to wear
any imitation of the above if it is likely to be mistaken for the said uniform, or service insignia,
etc. The Legion condemns any act that disrespects Canada’s Veterans and Dominion Command
fully supports that individuals be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law for acts of stolen
valour. Additionally any member convicted in Canada of an offence under section 419 of the
Criminal Code of Canada (Stolen Valour), shall be summarily expelled from the Legion as per
The General By-Laws article 203.

Dominion Command takes the issue of stolen valour very seriously, and underscores to all
Commands, Branches and members the significant harm it causes to those who served, and the
serious criminal repercussions of claiming illegitimate service or sacrifice.

The Legion does not have access to an individual’s service record to verify a stolen valour
accusation. When Dominion Command is alerted of an accusation of stolen valour within the
Legion membership, whether the complaint comes from a Legion member, a member of the
public, or Stolen Valour Canada, the claim is immediately addressed beginning with regional
investigation. If there is evidence of criminal activity, the claim is reported to local authorities
and we monitor the investigation through its conclusion.

Dominion Command advises anyone who suspects an individual may be unlawfully wearing
medals to contact their local police department. If the suspected individual is a Legion member,
we encourage you to also contact the Provincial Command where the individual resides to
inform them of the suspected criminal activity.

Together we will uphold the service and sacrifice of all Veterans, and honour their legacy.
Every member makes a difference T h e Legion’s future wi ||
knowledgeable members leading it in the right direction.

This is a basic overview of the operational and administrative procedures that are needed to
ensure the success of a Legion Branch. It provides guidance and needs to be read in conjunction
with existing Legion Manuals to understand the big picture.

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# The Women Who Served In War Time #
& Vivian Winnifred Seess

Vivian was born in Port Elgin in 1923 and was one of the three daughters
and two sons of Fred and Ruby Sees.

When her sister Thelma enlisted in the RCAF in 1942, Vivian waited a few
months after her 19th Birthday and then travelled to London where she
enlisted on April 26, 1943. She went to Rockcliffe Airbase near Ottawa for
basic training and a Filter Centre Operations course before being
assigned to the West Coast of Canada.

There were 11 radar stations along Canada’s west coast with a control centre in Victoria. Vivian
spent most of her time in Victoria except for a stint in Prince Rupert. The Victoria barracks
housed only women and were behind the mansion of a wealthy family that had provided their
property to the government, to house Radar Central Control Command station staff.

The 11 coastal stations would monitor all air traffic and report it to the central location who
would then plot the aircraft on a large tabletop map, where their movements could be
followed. The work was of a highly secretive nature under the Official Secrets Act that was not

cancelled until 1991, but many still maintain the secrets they were required to keep.

When the war ended in 1945, Vivian was discharged in Vancouver and returned home to Port
Elgin. Soon after that, she moved to London where she attended Military Business College and
there she took a full business course. She spent most of her working years in the transportation
industry. In 1949, she married Ernest Keith Wotton and they had one daughter, Rexanne.
Ernest passed away in 1962.
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Today, Vivian is in her 97th year and, still with a twinkle in her eye,
she remembers vividly the days she served in the military. She

continues to live in her London family home.
